Generator Setup

· Install Apache Tomcat from http://tomcat.apache.org/ and select (Windows Service Installer)

· Install SQL  Server Management Studio express

Set up SQL server and connect it to Omniscope by using (Connect to database...) to make sure it is working. This will show you if you need to configure permissions

· Go to the Tomcat Manager at http://localhost:8080/manager/html this is where you can deploy applications

· Download the generator Toolkit http://www.visokio.com/generator-help
· Extract contents of the toolkit
· From Tomcat manager you can deploy SQLServer as follows

Context Path (optional): /SqlServer

WAR  or Directory URL: C:\...\Generator Toolkit\examples\SqlServer
Press deploy. You will see /SqlServer on the list of applications

· Edit the conf.xml file in the WEB-INF directory  (C:\Program Files\Apache Software Foundation\Tomcat 6.0\webapps\SqlServer\WEB-INF) to have the database connection settings

· This folder (C:\Program Files\Apache Software Foundation\Tomcat 6.0\webapps\SqlServer\templates) contains the templates for the views/tables from which the data is being loaded. The template should have exactly the same name as the table from which the data is being loaded. E.g. if the table is called "Laptops" the template must be called "Laptops.iok". If the template does not exist then it will use the default template which is called "template.iok".
· Run the generator by starting the service

· Visit a url with the pattern http://localhost/servlet/{name_of_table_or_view}.iok an example is (http://localhost:8080/SqlServer/servlet/test_table.iok) and the template should be called test_table.iok and the database table should be called test_table
